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Abstract:

The natural heritage is an illustration of how the human component has related to the
natural component in the past, and the conservation and tourism promotion of these areas can be
a very important source of income for the local community, but must be achieved in relation to
the natural balance. Human intervention in the natural space is often negative, offering
irreversible and permanent changes in an extremely fragile environment, and tourism must be
based on a set of rules and guidelines aimed at understanding and conserving nature, and the
Dobrogea Plateau is one of the most spectacular natural areas of the country. The main objective
of the study is to analyze the typology of the natural heritage of the Dobrogea Plateau and to
locate the natural areas with the highest potential, while the secondary objective of the research
is to identify areas with a much lower capacity to protect against a pressing tourism. The aim of
the study is to raise awareness of the need to understand the balance of a natural environment, to
highlight the negative impact that humanity can have on a fragile environment, but also to
confirm the special natural potential of the Dobrogea Plateau.
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Rezumat:

Patrimoniul natural reprezinta o ilustratie a modului in care componenta umand a
relationat cu componenta naturald in trecut, iar conservarea si promovarea turistica a acestor
zone poate reprezenta un plus de venituri foarte important pentru comunitatea locald, insa
trebuie realizata in raport cu echilibrul natural din spatiul respectiv. Interventia umand in
spatiul natural este de multe ori negativa, oferind schimbari ireversibile si permanente intr-un



mediu extrem de fragil, iar practicarea turismului trebuie sa se realizeze pe baza unui set de
reguli si conduite indreptate catre intelegerea si conservarea naturii, iar Podisul Dobrogei este
una dintre zonele naturale cele mai spectaculoase ale tarii. Obiectivul principal al studiului este
de a analiza tipologia patrimoniului natural din Podisul Dobrogei si de a localiza zonele
naturale cu cel mai crescut potential, in timp ce obiectivul secundar al cercetarii este de a
identifica zonele cu o capacitate mult mai scazutd de protectie impotriva unui turism gestionat
necorespunzator. Scopul studiului este de a creste nivelul de constientizare in ceea ce priveste
necesitatea intelegerii echilibrului dintr-un mediu natural, de a evidentia impactul negativ pe
care umanitatea il poate avea asupra unui mediu fragil, dar si de a confirma potentialul natural
deosebit al Podisului Dobrogei.
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
